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BOUCLE D'O
(ODYSSEY)

A dance and music performance with two artists who question the
cycle of life through the symbols of water and circle.

They meet in a language of body, voice, rhythm and images to
investigate on what spins in our world. From the crank to the
roundness of the drum, the shapes and movements resonate with
the water games and the compound rhythms. The poetry invites
itself to make the words ring like musical notes...

An ode to water through the symbol of the circle, in its dimension
sacred, ecologic, and also as a wonderful playground.

A poetic pleasure of the senses to be shared between big and
small.

Boucle d’O celebrates universality
by using words in different
languages (French, English,
ltalian, Spanish), with parts
that could be easily translated
in other langages. This show
has been played in Spain and
we kept some words from the
translation afterward.

This « universel language »,
that is present in our work also
through dance and music, is an
essential issue for our futures
by communication between
people across the world. And
our link to nature and the
preservation of water is also
something that we have to
share across borders.



At the beginning of this musical and visual
poem, a simple letter: the «O». The circle of
the «On, the circles in the water, the circle,
the spiral... Everything that evokes the
form, the matter, the sounds of this plural
«O» is expressed in a rhythmic exchange
between the two interpreters: body, voice,
music, images. Florence Goguel and Florian
Allaire, both musicians and actors, share on
stage the same desire, the same intention:
to make something essential and unique
resonate in the little one.

An open show that we share with the
youngest because it lets the imagination
wander.
